•Discussion Topics
1. “The Minds we Need” Focus Groups & Paper (Rob Vietzke)
The paper is available at: https://mindsweneed.org
A community effort has led to publication of a new manifest on infrastructure investment. The message includes bolstering the nation’s innovation capacity by assuring that every mind has equal opportunity to participate in the nation’s R&D engine through advanced cyberinfrastructure
Context provided by Rob: 
The origin of this idea came from a discussion at the March meeting of the Internet2 Board of Trustees on inclusion and federal funding as it relates to President Biden’s agenda.  The 
Board encouraged Internet2 to put together a strategy and plan; in response, Internet2 gathered members of the community in 10 focus groups, some with special interests, in various meetings over a 10 day period.  At these meetings what was heard was the need for more funding, infrastructure and inclusion (more than was expected).  Information was received indicating that Biden and much of Congress are interested in competitiveness with China. The desire was to come up with something visionary, compassionate and unique in the distribution of grants.  The paper was finalized about 2 weeks ago.  This is a community paper; everyone is welcome to bring this forward to state or federal constituencies, as is appropriate.

Michele Norin suggested having a core set of players in place to keep an eye on the directions this goes in, wanting to keep the focus directed and not scattered. The thinking is that this should not become Internet2’s responsibility. Rob agreed that more even implementation is needed, and that’s the reason for the 3 stage element.  
Rod Wilson asked who should deliver the document, to whom, and how? The papers are a “passion piece,” there is a desire for the paper to be not only delivered but received.
James Deaton expressed support of the paper and hopes that sponsors engage now since the paper is out.
Regarding the relationship with China, Michael Corn would like to see more emphasis on money allotted to security--he feels the time is right for this now.  
Rob expressed the need to get more word out, perhaps through press releases.  
Jim Stewart said that in some respects this doesn’t resonate with him.  He’s been getting some pushback from commercial carriers about R & E entry in the home broadband area. It is important for each state to use this in a way that will work for them.

Rob will continue to keep everyone updated and welcomes dialog on ways this may be helpful to everyone. The Board will not take action per se, but approval and individual participation is anticipated. 

   2. Updates from Internet2 Network Architecture and Engineering
· Brief update on community multicast discussion (Chris Wilkinson, Andrew Gallo)
The survey distributed shows some use of muliticast in the community, but not necessarily national backbone use. Once there’s been opportunity for more discussion, Chris and Andrew will have more to report, perhaps next meeting.

· NGI Progress (Chris Wilkinson)
Chris reported this past week’s milestone was completing testing of NGI. Now, the staff is moving to the shim phase, the step that moves the new Cisco hardware inline with the existing infrastructure and in anticipation of software-driven migrations in the coming months. Rob said he is still cautiously optimistic about a September end date for the software-driven migrations.  The team is working extremely diligently.
